Preparing for the Spectacular 
 

This is the time of year when most of us are engaged in the annual challenge of 
preparing for a spectacular event – be it a special concert, a festive party, or the  
marathon of holiday church services.  It is easy to get so caught up in these 
preparations that we sometimes forget that the spectacular event has already 
happened — 2000 years ago.  We are indeed called to celebrate that event, but 
it need not be a competition of excess and exhaustion.  May we be guided by 
the miraculously simple grandeur of WHAT we celebrate, instead of  being ob-
sessed with the HOW. 
 

Last month this column focused on the “Each One – Reach One” campaign to 
increase membership.  This month I want to call your attention to the AGO’s 
spectacular plans for the 2008-2009 season (see page 3 of this newsletter, and 
refer to the national website).  You will be hearing much more about this project 
over the next several months, but I hope that you will begin thinking about how 
you can be part of our chapter’s participation.  It is called an “Organ Spectacu-
lar” because of the international scope, and because the organ is the most 
spectacular of musical instruments (well, maybe not ALL organs!). 
 

But what is TRULY spectacular is what goes on in houses of worship every 
week, and what goes on in organ studios and classrooms across the country.  
It’s not just the abilities of extraordinary recitalists, but the day-to-day work of 
the church musician as well (see page 4 regarding John Scott recognition).  The 
power of the organ to move and inspire is no less significant in the tentative first 
notes of the curious child than in the full-blown performance of Bach’s “Art of 
Fugue.”  Yet even the possibility of that experience is unknown to many. 
 

I think that the most important goal of this project is to bring this experience of 
performing with or hearing an organ to as many people as possible.  Of course 
it’s about developing support for the organ and increasing Guild membership.  
But it’s more about bringing the experience to more people because THEY 
need it. 
 

So we will be working to increase the visibility of the organ throughout 2008-
2009 (no reason not to start now!) by encouraging and supporting performances 
and experiences in churches, schools, concert halls, shopping centers, and 
homes.  We want every choir, orchestra, ensemble, and soloist to include a 
composition that includes organ on their concerts and recitals – so that every 
audience gets to experience the power of this spectacular instrument.  And we 
need YOUR help to make this happen. 
 

If any group or individual performer needs help finding suitable repertoire, or if 
they need to be put in touch with an organist to make it happen, refer them to 
the Chapter leadership.  This really CAN happen! 
 

May this holiday season bring us all the most spectacular of blessings – Peace.
