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This afternoon Nathan Laube shared a thrillingte¢eiith a receptive audience at the new
Berghaus organ (111/42 registers/53 ranks/65 stap§t. Jerome Church in Oconomowoc,
WI (An edge-city between Milwaukee and Madison).

The organ stands in the west gallery of a brand{meilding built in a modern interpretation
of a traditional style. (hard to describe -- youtsaf have to see it) The instrument is essentiallery complete 2-man and Ped
instrument with the church’s old organ re-workedhdarge antiphonal (14 rks/11 registers/11 stpfm)ed on a third manual.
This arrangement could be a challenge to many @stgan the antiphonal is a city-block away frore tpallery -- but it seemed
not to phase Mr. Laube in the least, and he wahiytabout using it alone and together with the noagian. His performance
made a very convincing argument justifying this suml arrangement.

The acoustics of the church are sympathetic tangteument without creating any blurring of souhldrd surfaces abound;

I cannot find words to tell you how much | enjoytbés well-thought-out program and the finesse wittich he won-over the
audience for each piece. He gave oral program-natesproved to be informative, well-spoken andctiag. The playing
was flawless (or as close to flawless as I've éeard) and each piece was tailored to make thenagand as though it had
been built just for that piece. Any organbuilderulgbbe delighted to have their instrument demotetray such a sensitive
artist, and the Berghaus -- a fine instrument ugdone’s hands -- sounded absolutely amazing Uraldre’s.

While it has become commonplace for every perforradrom the pre-school rhythm-band to the most ranaceffort to
receive a standing-ovation, one rarely sees thelraesrof the Milwaukee AGO Chapter leaping to tlfiedt to lead the
ovation. This ovation was clearly well-deserved.

The first ovation was rewarded with an astonishgrgmier. Mr Laube performed his own transcriptiéiCbopin Etude, Op.
10, No. 4 (I think) in c-sharp minor. The artiskctone after the recital that he has been workingh@piece for nearly 2 years
and that this was his first public performancehaf tvork. The piece moved at a speed | hardly thopgésible on a pipe-organ
and the clarity with which he played each note edtbreathless. He mentioned that he plans totplayiece for the AGO
