Many of you have come to me and to Tom and offered to help with the POE in various ways. We have been gratified by the sheer 
number of people who expressed willingness to help. Usually our answer has been something like: We’ll keep you in mind and 
get back to you when we know more about what will need doing… 
 
We have now identified some priorities in volunteer help needed. Please look-over these openings and let us know ASAP if you 
can fill one or more of these slots. Thank you in advance for your willingness to help. 
 

Female Chaperone -- Women’s Dorm: We need a female chaperone to live in the women’s dorm Sunday night 7/18 thru 
Friday morning 7/23. We do not expect that this position will require more than your mere presence for the most part, but it is a 
time-intensive job. POE will pay for your room and board at the dorm. While you will be welcome to join-in any and all 
activities, this job could also be filled by someone who works during the day and can just come-in for overnight, leaving again in 
the morning for work; breakfast on us if you wish. We are flexible in these arrangements. There will be 2 other Female adults 
living in the same facility; these are Faculty and while not being assigned chaperone-status, they will be asked to be available in 
case of any need for “backup.” You will have a single room, but share a bath with one other adult. We prefer that this be one 
person throughout the week for the sake of the comfort of the students, but if this is not possible we will entertain the possibility 
of splitting the job between 2 people. 
 

1 (of 2) Transport Driver:  This is another time-intensive job. We need someone to drive a 14-passenger van throughout the 
week. NO SPECIAL LICENSE IS REQUIRED FOR THIS. We will, however be checking on your driving record. You will need 
to be present very early Monday morning (7/19) to present your license as you pick-up the van, and then be present with us 
pretty-much throughout the week until the vans are returned on 7/23. (We will go over details of the schedule with any volunteer) 
You will take students on all of our off-campus trips. In case of inclement weather, you will also deliver and pick-up students and 
teachers at the various churches in Waukesha (In good weather, they will usually walk.) Greg Beem has volunteered to be one of 
two needed drivers. We prefer to have one other person who volunteered for the 2nd driver position for the whole week, but we 
have a potential volunteer who is willing to split the week with someone if we need to do so. 
 

Practice Chaperones: A chaperone is needed to be physically present in each church when a student is practicing. You will be 
assigned a specific church and given a data-sheet with locations of lights, keys, whatever. This schedule varies from day to day 
with our schedule: Monday 7/19 2:30-3:45 (possibly 10 persons needed) & Tuesday 7/20 3:45-5:30 (possibly 10 persons needed). 
These are the times when we anticipate students will be free to travel to the churches to practice. Evening practice will be 
confined to the Music Building on campus (We might make some exceptions to this on an as-needed basis, in which case we will 
approach specific volunteers and ask for help). There is a potential need for Evening Practice Chaperones to be present in the 
music building Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday from about 8:45 until about 10:45. This is student free-time and we 
anticipate that many students will use this as practice-time as well. You might be called upon to answer questions or provide some 
simple coaching for any student who requests help. We anticipate that some staff will also be present. 
 

Registration Greeters: (minimum) 1 additional female and 2 males are needed to assist Todd Anderson at registration on 
Sunday 7/18 from 2:00-5:30, greeting students, making them feel welcome, showing them to their rooms and helping them get 
settled-in. We hope these greeters will join us at dinner, for the evening recital and the opening reception as well. Volunteers who 
are present at the POE during mealtimes will be invited to join us for meals at POE expense. (unless you really want to pay, 
which is OK too.) 
 

General Volunteer Chaperones: We would like some volunteers to go along with us to various venues as back-up for staff 
and faculty; we just need a sufficient adult presence at all venues. If you have limited free-time but could spare a day or so, tell us 
when you are free and we will see if you will fit the schedule.

Third Thursdays Organ Concerts 

Lynn Kozlowski 
Elvis wrote Organ Music? 

 
Two trumpets, tenor vocals, and organ and piano solos and 
accompaniments are the musical fare on the menu for the 
2010 fall season of Third Thursday Noontime Concerts at 
St. John’s Lutheran Church in Wauwatosa. 
 
On September 16 organist Lynn Kozlowski will accompany 
trumpeters Adam Sipe and Jordan Beckman in a program 
called “Silver Trumpets.”  The program will include solos 
and duets in many styles from Baroque to Contemporary. 
 
The October 21 Third Thursday will feature tenor soloist 
Levi Nagel.  The recital is entitled “Bach to Broadway.”    
 
In November on Thursday the 18th Lynn Kozlowski will be 
the organist for “Folk Songs and Spirituals.”   
 
The concert series was initiated 5 years and 35 recitals ago 
in response to a major reworking of the 1968 Bunjes design 
Casavant organ.  The revoicing and addition of stops by 
Stanton Peters were so successful that it seemed important 
to have the organ heard for more occasions in addition to 
worship services. 
 
The decision to do the concerts was affirmed when a friend 
sat by the organ for the first time in her life and commented 
later,” I didn’t know you used your feet to play also.”  One 
of the goals of the recitals is to educate folks so they learn to 
know and love the organ.   
 
Mr. Peters placed the organ console on a moveable 
platform.  For concerts the organ is turned so guests can sit 
in the balcony and watch the organist play. This is 
especially interesting for children and adults as well who 
seldom get to see an organ played up close. 
 
The concert series is an excellent opportunity to play 
repertoire in addition to “church” music.  The programs 
always include a variety of serious and light music. 
 
The recitals afford an opportunity for the large number of 
talented and accomplished musicians at St. John’s and their  
 

 
friends to perform. The goal is to present worthwhile 
repertoire in an interesting program at a high level of 
excellence interesting for the professional musician and also 
the casual listener.  
 
Programs begin at 12:15 p.m., and last about a half hour, 
and are free and open to the public.  Visitors come on their 
lunch hour, children come over from St. John’s School, 
senior citizens from local retirement homes take the bus 
over, and other friends regularly attend the recitals. 
 
The first Noontime Concert was entitled “Meet the King.”  
The goal was to introduce and demonstrate the various 
families of organ stops. A guest unfamiliar with organ lingo 
commented, “I didn’t know that Elvis wrote any organ 
music!”  Whoops – wrong king!  “Blue Suede Shoes Fugue” 
or “Jailhouse Rock Toccata” anyone!  See you next fall at 
St. John’s at 7809 Harwood Avenue in Wauwatosa.
