Her interests in music range from performance practice 

issues from Medieval vocal music to Baroque chamber music but most recently has been focused 

on contemporary popular music, especially the wide range of British pop bands.

8/19/10 – Organist - The United Methodist Church of Whitefish Bay is seeking a principal, part-time organist.  A 
bachelor’s degree in music is required, and previous church experience is highly recommended.  Salary is in accord 
with AGO guidelines.   

The organist duties include all service music for two Sunday services, currently scheduled at 8:00 a.m. (in the chapel) 
and 10:30 a.m. (in the sanctuary).  In addition, there are the usual church holidays and several choral/orchestral 
Sundays.  The organist will also serve as the accompanist to the Chancel Choir, our 45-member adult choir.  The 
Chancel Choir rehearses on Wednesday evenings from 7:30-9:00 and sings weekly in the 10:30 Sunday service.  
When the director of music is on vacation, the organist may be asked to lead the choir in rehearsals and services.    
The sanctuary organ is a Schantz pipe organ, the estimated value of which is $1,000,000.  It has three manuals with 
electric, pneumatic action and a full pedal board.  The chapel instrument is an Allen electronic organ.  It has two 
manuals and a full pedal board.

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Elizabeth (Liz) Walloch, volunteer Music Librarian for the POE tells the secret of dealing with lots of 
organ music, books and a pair of brand new men’s organ shoes. Curious I hope, read on… 
  
Did you ever hear of a “give away library”? Well, if you were part of the POE (Pipe Organ Encounter) at 
Carroll University in July you would have seen how it works.  For AGO members who were not able to be 
part of this week long event, I’ll recap how the “give away library” came into being and flourished. 
 
Larry Wheelock approached me to be the POE’s Music Librarian; I accepted his invitation having worked 
at UWM’s Music library for a quarter of a century. With a considerable about of organ music donated 
from various members, the POE was the ideal opportunity for these future organists to start building their 
own personal music collections.   
 
The music materials I sorted numbered 350 +  which were divided into categories of books, anthologies, 
organ method books, collections, composers A-Z and of course, J.S. Bach.  About 95% of these materials 
are still in print with composers like Gilbert Marten, Wilbur Held, David Johnson, Paul Manz, Daquin, 
Messiaen, Austin Lovelace to name a few.  The POE students were invited each morning to participate in 
the “trivia” question of the day.  For answering correctly, the students received a library ticket to “redeem 
for one free item from the music library.”  The faculty also assisted in dispersing library tickets at organ 
lessons for exemplary work.  During the week birthdays were celebrated with a complimentary ticket to 
visit the music library.  As the week unfolded, the music library became a hub of activity.  Before the 
daily lecture at 10:30 am, there were up to 15 students in the small space looking through the music and 
their enthusiasm was unbelievable! In fact, I had to herd the students out of the music library so the 
faculty presenter   could start class on time and stay on schedule. By Friday morning, the music remaining 
was gathered up and filled half of a shopping bag.    
 
My volunteering to organize, set-up and run the “give away library” added to the success of the POE 
event.  Mentoring future organists by supporting their new musical experience was priceless. 
 

Oh, if you are wondering about the men’s organ shoes; they were united with a pair of happy feet for heavenly 
pedaling.
